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1. Call to Order –The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm.

The HDC acknowledged the resignation of Mr. Miranda from the board, and the contributions he made as part of 
the HDC.

City Attorney Bach briefly explained the quasi-judicial procedures.   Recording Secretary McCann administered 
the oath to those parties that were about to present testimony.  

3. Introduction and Welcome

1. Introduction of Marshall McCrary, Community Development Director  –  Mr. McCrary briefly 
introduced himself, and reported the City was working to hire a replacement preservation planner.  He 
explained the City would have a planner dedicated to the Historic District.  He commented Ms. Adrienne 
Burke set a standard that he wanted to make sure the City doesn’ t slip below.  He expressed his  
appreciation to the members of the HDC.

2. Introduction of Jacob Platt, Planner I  –  Mr. McCrary introduced Mr. Platt  who prior to coming to the 
City about a year ago served with the community of Fort Lauderdale by the Sea.   Mr. Platt explained he 
would serve the HDC until the City has a preservation planner.  

There were no ex parte communications to be disclosed by the HDC members.

4. Approval of Minutes –  According to the agenda support documents, the Minute s for   the  March 17 , 2016 
Regular  Meeting  were presented for approval.     A motion was made by  Member  Sheffield ,  seconded by 
Member   Cascone , to a cc e pt  the Minutes.  Vote upon passage of the motion was taken by ayes and nays and 
being all ayes, carried.

5. Old Business

5.1. BRUCE MEGER, 213 N. 6TH STREET (HDC SA 2013-16)  Revision to previously approved plans to 
include: 
1. Change to garage plan from 1 story to 2 story
2. Rear 2 story deck with enclosed space
3. Screen porch on first floor
(Quasi-Judicial)

Mr. Platt explained Mr. Meger was seeking to amend his Certificate of Approval for the construction of a new 
single-family home and detached garage.  He stated Mr. Meger  originally  received approval in 2013.  He pointed 
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out the two biggest changes are the 2 story accessory dwelling and the addition of conditioned space at the rear of 
the structure.  He explained the chimney was removed and the window openings and light patterns were changed. 
He provided further details of this case as contained in the agenda support documents  including that staff did not 
think a two story primary structure would be incompatible.  He concluded that the requested action was 
substantially consistent with the Land Development Code (LDC), the Downtown Historic District Guidelines, and 
the Secretary of Interior Standards to warrant approval at this time.  

Chair Harrison requested clarification of what was already approved and what the amendment was.  Member 
Rawls commented it appeared the line drawings were the original approved drawings, and the color renderings are 
the new.  Mr. Platt stated the new drawings were the first couple elevations in the packet.  Member Sheffield 
questioned the concern that the two structures would be competing in scale and mass because of the rooflines. 
Mr. Platt explained the two structures are different heights and the issue is the lot is higher in elevation to the rear 
of the lot.  He noted the detached garage would only be partially viewed from the front elevation given the offset.  

Mr. Bruce Meger, 110 South 7 th  Stree t, explained the original plan wa s essentially the same in that the footprint is 
identical to what it was before.  He stated the space behind the structure is the church parking lo t.  He commented 
he wanted a porch on the second story, but that would be looking down on the church parking lot.   He pointed out 
he changed the design to include a screened in porch on the first floor, and to completely enclose the second floor 
as part of the bedroom.   He explained the footprint and location of the accessory structure is the same, but after 
talking with the architect and builder it made sense to include a loft space above the accessory structure  (for 
storage) .   He pointed out that space would be unheated and not air conditioned.  He stated the house was 
approximately 4 ½ feet taller than the garage.  He explained the garage would look like a subordinate structure to 
the main home. 

Member Rawls noted there were some changes in the details and pointed out this was missing the brackets and 
columns at the back are a different style.  She expressed her opinion that it works better with the original details. 
Mr. Meger pointed out the columns at the back would not be seen from the street or even by the people behind the 
house.  Member Rawls inquired if the exposed rafter tails would be used.  Mr. Meger replied on the front of the 
house.  He noted staff had a concern about gutters for the accessory  building, and reported there wou l d  be gutters 
on the accessory building.  It was noted that the driveway would be a combination of brick and concrete with 
brick ribbons up the driveway.  Mr. Meger reported  so far  there had been no archeological finds from the work 
done at this property.  

Member Erickson arrived at this time.

The public hearing was opened at this time .   Ms. Carol Hays referred to the gutters and requested to make sure 
gutters are installed so there isn’t a wash into her yard.  Mr. Meger replied they would do gutters into drain lines 
that are set into the ground.  There was some discussion about this project noting that the rafter tails were 
removed from the side of the house; and that the brackets had not been determined to be necessary for the design.  

T here being no  further  comments from the floor the public hearing was closed.   The HDC had some  discussion 
about the proposed project  including the rafter tails and brackets shown on the original plan.  Mr. Meger 
commented he would be happy to add the brackets back.   A  motion was made by  Member   Sheffield , seconded 
by Member  Cascone , to  approve  HDC 201 3-16 ; and that the HDC make the following the findings of fact 
and conclusions of law p art of the record that HDC 201 3-16  as presented is substantially compliant with 
the Land Development Code , the  Downt own  Historic District   Guidelines , and the Secretary of Interior 
Standards  to warrant approval at this time  (to include the brackets and gutters) .   Vote upon passage of the 
motion was taken by ayes and nays and being all ayes, carried.

6. NEW BUSINESS
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6.1. PATRICIA TAYLOR C/O COTNER ASSOCIATES, INC, 215 AMELIA STREET (HDC 2016-12)
Construction of a new 490 SQFT accessory structure, covered walkway and fence connecting existing residence.  
(Quasi-Judicial)

Mr. Platt explained this was for construction of a two-story accessory structure.  He pointed out there is a vacant 
lot to the north, a structure to the south, and vacant lots to the east and west.   He stated the primary structure was 
moved in 2001 from block 4 lot 5, which is the lot to the west.  He explained this move helped fix and restore the 
proper placement on the grid.   He referred to prior Certificates of Approval and commented it didn’t appear that 
all the items that were approved were actually done.  He provided further details from the staff report including 
that the project was compliant with the Secretary of Interior Standards 9 and 10.  He stated the project was less 
than 500 square feet, less than 24 feet in height, and meets the setbacks and visibility corridor requirements.   He 
recommended approval being mindful of archeological resources.

Mr. John Cotner, 1627 Atlantic Avenue, stated when this was permitted originally he believed there was a garage 
approved, but with the budget the garage was set aside.  He explained this request was for  a  garage/guest quarters 
aligning with the grid and the current guidelines.  He pointed out materials and colors wi ll  be consistent with the 
existing structure.  Chair Harrison questioned if Mr. Cotner designed it originally.  Mr. Cotner replied yes and 
commented it was a major remodel on that house.  Member Erickson referred to the north garage elevation with 
shutters and questioned the shutters the bottom but not on the top.  Mr. Cotner stated they did the same thing on 
the main house with some windows with shutters and some do not.  He commented it was a way to tie in the 
shutter color from the main house into the guest quarters/garage.  

The public hearing was opened at this time  and there being no comments from the floor the public hearing was 
closed.  Chair Harrison commented he thought this would be a good addition to the neighborhood.  He explained 
he saw this as a completion of the design that was originally proposed.   A motion was made by Member  
Cascone , seconded by Member  Rawls , to approve HDC 2016-1 1 ; and that the HDC make the following the 
findings of fact and conclusions of law part of the record that HDC 2016-1 2  as presented is substantially 
compliant with the Land Development Code, the  Old T own  Preservation and Development  Guidelines, and 
the Secretary of Interior Standards to warrant approval at this time ; and to ensure that they are mindful of 
Secretary of Interior Standard 8 regarding archeological resources .   Vote upon passage of the motion was 
taken by ayes and nays and being all ayes, carried.

7. Staff-Approved Certificates of Approval

7.1. TAINA CHRISTNER, 406 BEECH STREET (HDC SA 2016-06)  Amendment to previously issued 
COA: Replace 3 non-historic windows with white vinyl and wood grain appearance. New windows will have one 
over one light pattern.

2016-22) Install 3FT high brown aluminum fence at entry ramp on north side of structure.
7.3. CITY OF FERNANDINA BEACH C/O CHRIS BELCHER, 215.5 LIGHTHOUSE CIRCLE (HDC 
SA 2016-23) Install window and door louvers @ lighthouse.
7.4. STARK BUILDING, LLC C/O ALEXANDRA MADDOX, 12 S. 2ND STREET (HDC SA 2016-24)  
Change Board approved window expansion to door configuration with side lights. Door is historic wood door and 
will be painted to match other door on structure.

Gray with Woodlawn Bedroom White trim. Accents will be painted Lincoln Cottage Black. 
7.6. STEPHEN COE, 404 S. 7TH STREET (HDC SA 2016-26)  Replace broken concrete driveway with 
grey brick pavers. 
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7.7. ROBERT PSULKOWSKI, 710 BEECH STREET (HDC SA 2016-27)  Replace two existing aluminum 
windows on the second floor with Marvin 2 over 2 true divided lite windows. Blue to match exterior paint of the 
house. Installation of solid cedar fence with lattice and a trellis. 
7.8. AMY LACROIX C/O DELOACH FENCE, 905 WHITE STREET (HDC SA 2016-28)  Install 6FT 
shadow box fence in rear year, to be painted or stained to compliment adjacent houses. 
7.9. DOUGLAS + KIMBERLY GEIB, 612 BEECH STREET, (HDC SA 2016-29)  Install 36" tall fence 
with masonry base and antique metal on top along front property line. 
7.10. GEORGE W. SHEFFIELD SR., 18 S. 7TH STREET (HDC SA 2016-30)  Install 6FT privacy fence 
along rear property line, to be painted or stained to compliment adjacent structures. 
7.11. STARK BUILDING, LLC C/O ALEXANDRA MADDOX, 12 S. 2ND STREET (HDC SA 2016-31)
Replace wooden exterior stair case with metal spiral staircase on the south east corner of building and not visible 
from S. 2nd Street. 
7.12. JACK + MERILIE KRIESEL C/O COTNER ASSOCIATES INC., 14 N. 4TH STREET (HDC SA 
2016-32) Non-contributing structure for the following projects:
1. Expanding 2nd story west porch internally, no expansion of footprint;
2. Relocating existing kitchen windows to north wall, replacing existing smaller windows;
3. Add one new window at south wall;
4. Install previously approved Bahama and board & batten shutters on north and south elevations;
5. Install previously approved trellis landscaping at north side.
7.13. AMELIA TAVERN C/O FASTSIGNS, 318 CENTRE STREET (HDC SA 2016-34)  Install 24SF non- 
electrical wall sign with dark bronze finish letters. 

There was a brief discussion about the staff approved Certificates of Approval, but there were no concerns raised.

8. Public Comment - Items Not o n the Agenda  –  Ms. Jennifer Harrison, 820 Someruelus Street, pointed 
out Old Town has been in total upheaval with the installation of the sewer system over the last seven months.  She 
commented hopefully it will be done within the next two to three months.   She stated at last count there were 
about 70+ residents in Old Town .   She briefly explained that before there was a bridge over Egans Creek the 
pogey used to come by barge to trucks  that used White Street and Estrada Street .    She stated both White Street 
and Estrada Street had asphalt so that they could be hosed down .  She pointed out where there are asphalt roads 
there is considerable runoff and certain areas become flooded.  She commented the asphalt roads don’t serve  their 
original  purpose any longer and it causes problems.   She explained people come to Old Town because they 
appreciate the significance and the beauty of the area.  She suggested rather than have a patchwork of asphalt for 
all the roads to be shell, since it is porous and does away with the limerock that has created a lot of dust in Old 
Town.  She requested the HDC’s support to send to the City Manager  a letter  about the need for a unified system 
in Old Town.  She stated the ribbon curbing is everywhere except those two roads that have blacktop.  She 
pointed out the Old Town Guidelines ask that the road be made of shell.   There was some discussio n about the 
roads in Old Town and the HDC reviewed the Old Town Guidelines.   Questions were raised about the support of 
other residents in Old Town of the idea of shell roads rather than asphalt roads.   It was  pointed out  there need s  to 
be a well thought out solution to have a surface that was good to drive on and prevent flooding.  

Chair Harrison suggested if there was going to be a change to the streets then there should be an application from 
the City.   Mr. Platt explained standard practice for the Utilities Department was they put back what was there.  He 
inquired if there was any consensus of the community or outreach to see who was for or against.  Chair Harrison 
replied there were three, but they amounted to nothing because it was impossible to find agreement.   He explained 
if a survey is done it should not only include residents, but also lot owners.  There was further discussion about 
the  asphalt streets that had  about 60% removed on White  Street  and 30%  removed  on Estrada  Street as part of the 
work done for the sewer system.   It was noted that staff would contact the Utilities Director and the Streets 
Manager to see what can be done.   There was  some discussion and  deliberation about whether the HDC should 
say the board would like to see the guidelines implemented across Old Town, which would call for uniform 
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streets.   There were no objections from the HDC for Chair Harrison to write a letter to the City about the 
implementation of the guidelines in Old Town related to the streets.

9. Board Business

9.1 Board Application - Angela Jones Conway  –  Ms. Conway explained she retired to Fernandina in 2013 
and lives in the Historic District.  She provided further information about her family in town and that they are 
interested in the community.  There was a brief discussion with Ms. Conway.

9.2. Board Application - James T. Parker  –  Mr. Parker  reported last year he retired, but he has been coming 
here for the last 20+ years.  He provided further comments about his background and his desire to balance the 
interests of the City.  There was a brief discussion with Mr. Parker.

9.3. Board Application - William Tilson  – It was noted that Mr. Tilson was unable to attend due to a 
previous commitment.   Chair Harrison noted that Mr. Tilson had commitments until the later part of the year  and 
that it would be around November before he could attend regularly.

A motion was made by Member Sheffield,  seconded by Member Cascone, to have  both candidates (Ms. 
Conway and Mr. Parker) be submitted for approval to the City Commission with a positive 
recommendation.  Vote upon passage of the motion was taken by ayes and nays and being all ayes, carried.

Member Sheffield requested that Mr. Tilson’s application be kept should a vacancy occur.  City Attorney Bach 
explained the City Clerk’s Office would hold that application.  There was a brief discussion about the members of 
the HDC.

Board Reports  –   Chair Harrison reported he sent a letter to the Department of Historic Resources in Tallahassee 
in support of a startup grant for the Fernandina Beach Main Street Program.   He stated this grant is issued to Main 
Street programs within their first couple of years to help them get off the ground.  

10. Staff Report

10.1 HDC input on land use + zoning changes in HD/CRA  –  Mr. Platt commented there was direction from 
the Planning Advisory Board (PAB) to have the HDC give their input on land use and zoning changes in the 
Historic District and Community Redevelopment Area (CRA).  Chair Harrison stated there was some email 
correspondence, and he said it was appropriate for the HDC to have a voice in the proceedings.  He noted there 
was a concern with having multiple committees look at these applications.  He explained with some good 
planning those delays can be minimized, and it was important for the HDC to have input into any suggestions for 
land use change within the Historic District.   Mr. Platt stated he wanted direction from the HDC if this was 
something they would like to pursue.  Chair Harrison commented it could be useful where the land use is being 
changed from residential to some form of commercial or industrial.  He stated he would hate to see residential 
squeezed out by additional businesses coming in.  City Attorney Bach pointed out one of the HDC’s duties was 
evaluate and comment upon proposals pending before other public agencies affecting the physical development 
and land use patterns in or around historic landmarks, sites, or districts.   There was  some  discussion about this , 
and a concern was made about adding another layer to the process related to land use and zoning changes.

11. Adjournment -  There being no further business to come before the Historic District Coun cil, the meeting 
was adjourned 6:40 pm.
