10. CITY MANAGER REPORTS

CONGRATULATIONS: City Manager Martin expressed his congratulations to the Council on Aging (COA)
on their move into a new facility. He also applauded them on their continued efforts for the trolley service.

MOBI MATS: City Manager Martin commented it was a pleasure to be out there for the ribbon cutting
ceremony for the mobi mats.

THANKS: City Manager Martin extended his thanks to Police Chief Hurley and Sheriff Bill Leeper for their
role at the law enforcement memorial.

WORK DAY: City Manager Martin reported that tomorrow he would be spending the day with Streets and
Facilities.

MEETINGS: City Manager Martin stated on Thursday he would be traveling with Mr. Kozakoff and the City
Attorney to Orlando for a meeting with the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA). He also stated on Friday
he would meet with Advance Disposal to continue discussions about recycling.

WILD AMELIA: City Manager Martin pointed out Friday was the start of Wild Amelia and there would be a
sea turtle release at 11:30 am at Main Beach.




ALACHUA: City Manager Martin commented he would meet with the Florida Department of Transportation
(FDOT) on Monday to talk about the Alachua Street opening.

BUDGET: City Manager Martin explained next week would be the start of the departmental budget reviews.

MEMORIAL DAY: City Manager Martin reminded the community that the commemorative Memorial Day
ceremony would be held Monday, May 30" at 11:00 am at Front and Centre.

EVALUATION: City Manager Martin commented as stipulated in his contract the first meeting in June would his
6 month evaluation.

11. CITY ATTORNEY REPORTS

CITIZEN CONCERN: City Attorney Bach noted the City Commission received an email from a resident on
Fletcher with concerns regarding a neighboring accessory structure being separately metered. She stated the
property owner was claiming if they were to take the meter out that they would have to rewire at an estimated
cost of $20,000. She explained it was illegal under the City’s code to rent out the property, and the fact that
they have a separate meter on the accessory structure does not validate their ability to rent it out. She
commented her advice to staff was to have the property owners sign an avadavat acknowledging that they are
not allowed to rent it, but the owners did not sign an avadavat. She reported she sent the property owners a
letter and their file is documented that the accessory structure is not supposed to have an electric meter and
they are not supposed to rent it out. Mayor Miller inquired if someone could reside in the structure without
renting it out. City Attorney Bach replied yes that can be done with an accessory structure (long term rental
or family and friends could stay there). Commissioner Poynter inquired about recording something for this
property so when they do a title search they see that there is a stipulation. City Attorney Bach commented she
could record the letter she did in March. There was a brief discussion about this property.

12. CITY CLERK REPORTS

MOBI MATS: City Clerk Best concurred with Mr. Chapman’s sentiments regarding the ribbon cutting of the
mobi mats.

ELECTION: City Clerk Best reported she attended the Nassau County Municipal Clerks meeting in preparation of
the 2016 election cycle.

ARTS AND CULTURE NASSAU: City Clerk Best explained there was one vacancy for an at large representative
for Arts and Culture Nassau.

13. MAYOR/COMMISSIONER COMMENTS

MOBI MATS: Vice-Mayor Lentz commented she was sorry she missed the ribbon cutting for the mobi mats
Saturday. She explained she was speaking to the Little Women group for their senior brunch.

CONGRATULATIONS: Vice-Mayor Lentz extended congratulations to all 2016 graduates in Nassau
County.

CONDOLENCES: Vice-Mayor Lentz reported she attended the funeral of Firefighter Chett Lyncker and
extended her condolences to his family. She commented she was proud of how the Fire Department handled
a very difficult situation, and extended a thank you to Fire Chief Silcox.

THANKS: Commissioner Poynter stated he was proud to sit up here and noted the City is trying to get things
done. He commented moving forward there are a lot of challenges, and pointed out government never moves



as quick as people would like it to move. He explained the City was moving in the right direction, and
extended his thanks to the gentleman that fixed up the house on 3" Street.

CEREMONY: Commissioner Smith reported he attended the Police Memorial ceremony today to recognize
fallen officers, and commented it was a nice ceremony to honor them.

EVENTS: Commissioner Kreger stated he attended the opening of the new COA building. He pointed out he
also attended the ribbon cutting for the mobi mats and the Police Memorial. He reported that tomorrow he
would be attending the 911 Call Center dedication ceremony.

HERO TEAM: Commissioner Kreger reported he received an email from Lowe’s hardware store hero team
and they are soliciting things that they could do in the community. He requested if anyone had any ideas for
projects to let him know.

MEETINGS: Commissioner Kreger stated the County’s Strategic Transportation Planning Committee would
meet on May 31%. He also pointed out the City would be represented by the things the City was doing on the
Northeast Florida Restoration Team, which deals with shoreline restoration (oyster bed restoration).
